
The prohibitions

Enter without a privilege card
Bringing an animal other than a dog (and
under strict conditions)
Approaching the lake with a dog (prohibited
within 50 m)
Fishing or trapping without a license
Travel by motorized vehicle or an all-terrain
vehicle (except towards the parking lot)
Move or modify signage and furniture
Climbing on buildings, fences, trees or
structures
Making fires without a permit

Make fireworks
Consume or possess alcohol, tobacco, drugs or
cannabis
Launching a motorized boat
Bring glass bottles
Feeding, scaring or disturbing animals
Playing music with speakers without permission
Leave waste somewhere other than in the bins
Trading or displaying advertising without
permission
Camping, sleeping or begging in the park

You must have an access permit or proof of washing to access the Lake.

Access to Lake Grace Park is reserved exclusively for residents of the townships of
Gore and Wentworth. The privilege card serves as proof of residency.

Make sure you have it with you on every visit.

Mandatory washing of your non-motorized craft

Please follow the regulations. Failure to comply may result in a fine of $300 to $1,000 for a first offense ($600 to
$2,000 for a business). The amount is doubled for a subsequent offense.
